‘The Government of Mozambique has applied for financing in the amount of USS 178 million equivalent from the World Bank
(International Development Association) (IDA) toward the cost of the Greater Maputo Water Supply Expansion Project.
The Government of Mozambique intends to apply part of the proceeds 1o payments in respect of goods, works, related
services and consulting services 1o be procured under this project. This project has been developed based on previous
‘studies that confirmed Corumana Dam as the best new water source for the Greater Maputo Area.

‘The Greater Maputo Water Supply Expansion Project will provide infrastructure to faciltate the treatment of water
‘sourced from the Corumana Dam and its transmission into the northern Maputo water supply system at the existing Machava
distribution centre..

Me proposed Greater Maputo Water Supply Expansion Project will be financed by IDA for an amount of USS 178 million.
‘The project will comprise four components, which arc outlined below.

Component A: Investment in Water Supply Production (US$ 133 million)

‘This component includes all civil and M&E works to construct an abstraction point for 60,000 m?/day of raw water from
the Corumana Da, piping to transmit 120,000 m'day of raw water from the abstraction point to a water treatment plant,
a water treatment plant with a treatment capacity of 60,000 m*/day, and approximately 93 kilometres of 120,000 m/day
capacity transmission pipeline, control reservoi, pumping stations, treated waler offtake facilties and all necessary ancillary
works. ‘These investments will enable the abstraction, treatment, and transport of water to the Machava distribution centre,
at the Maputo water supply network's northwestern point.

Component B: Investments in Water Supply Distribution (US$ 27 million)

‘This component includes goods and civil works to install approximately 100,000 new water connections and associated
meters in Maputo and its peri-urban areas. In addition, the component will fund the installation of up to 300 kilometres
of network in the Greater Maputo Area whioh will facilitate distribution 1o currently unserviced areas and also support the
‘ongoing program to reduce water losses.

Component C: Technical Assistance to FIPAG (US$ 13 million)
